That
wasn'’t the case prior, but he is happy to have him back and with injuries to
Sutton, Eddie is another option maybe as a five-eighth. So for that reason John
needs to have a look at him”.

Andre Itula and Zeb Tawha

“Andre and Zeb are 2 kids that the Bears have purchased from the Storm. Andre
has been with Souths before and he is held in pretty good stead with John Lang
and he looks a good prospect. | pushed Zeb because | believe that he’s a good
player and John thought it was a good chance to have a look at some of the
players the Bears have bought, to see where they fit into the relationship with
Souths”.

“Johnny and Brock are 2 kids that have come out of Souths under 20s. Johnny
came back, had a year with the Bears, now he’s been given a chance to go back
and play with Souths.
